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Grants Policy
The following is a statement of Nunthorpe Parish Council’s Policy for awarding grants.
1. Applicants must submit their applications on the Parish Council application form, which can be obtained from the Parish Clerk Mrs A. Livingstone.

2. Grants are made throughout the year. 

3. The Parish Council will not consider applications from, or on behalf of, individuals.

4. Nunthorpe Parish Council will consider applications from groups and organisations which are operating within the Parish.  A group must show a clear benefit to the people of the Parish.
5. The Parish Council has limited funds and cannot make substantial grants available. Applicants requiring a grant in excess of £200 will be urged to explore funding from other sources.  The Parish Council will consider matched or part funding.  The Parish Council will advise applicants if this is the case. 
6. If available the most recent set of accounts, including any existing financial reserves, must be sent in along with the grant application form.  Every applicant should also show any other sources of funding, applied for or obtained, that may be added to the Parish Council grant.  The application cannot be considered without this additional financial information.

7. A group that does not have a formal set of accounts can still apply but must show how they would control the expenditure of the grant.  It must also declare what other funds it has and any funding it has been granted or is applying for, including those for other projects.
8. Applicants with considerable existing reserves may not receive a grant unless they can show that there is a positive reason for holding a large amount of funds.

9. Any grant must be used within 12 months of receipt and only for the purpose for which it was given. The Council will withdraw the grant or reclaim the grant if the event or project does not take place within this time period.
10. A grant cannot be provided for any costs already incurred.
11. Groups or organisations receiving a grant in excess of £200, as a condition, are required to provide the Council with a written report, including a financial account, copies of invoices and/or other documentation as evidence that the expenditure has been incurred, within 13 months of the award date to demonstrate how the funds were expended.
12. If an organisation dissolves before the project for which the grant was awarded is completed then the Parish Council expects the organisation to reimburse the grant, or give a written explanation as to why it is unable to do so.
