The Chair reminded all attendees that this meeting was the final remote meeting, a venue would be required for the next meeting of the Parish Council.                                                       
1. INTRODUCTORY ITEMS
1.1 To receive apologies and approve reasons for absence – All councillors were present at the meeting.
1.2 Declarations of Interest – The Chair informed of an interest in a planning matter which involved a neighbour on item 6.2h. There were no further declarations of interest. The Clerk advised Councillors that she had forwarded a new declaration of interest form and asked that these be completed and returned to her.

1.3 Election of Chair/Vice Chair – 
1.3.1 
Election of Chair: Cllr Tovey nominated Cllr McClintock to continue in the position of Chair, this was seconded and agreed by all. Cllr McClintock confirmed he was willing to accept the position. Cllr McClintock to sign the declaration of acceptance when this was possible.                            ACTION: Clerk/Cllr McClintock
1.3.2
Election of Vice Chair: Cllr Smiles nominated Cllr Tovey to continue in the position of Vice Chair, this was seconded and agreed by all. Cllr Tovey confirmed he was willing to accept the position.
1.4 Co-option of new Parish Councillors
The Clerk informed that there were still five vacancies on the Parish Council and reminded of the need for a broad cross section of views to enable the Parish Council to accurately represent the residents.

NUNTHORPE VISION/NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
2.1. 
Current Planning Issues relating to Nunthorpe Grange
(a) 
Medical Centre - approved 5/3/21 – The Chair outlined the background, he commented that the application had been heard by the planning committee a few days after the January Parish Council meeting and had been approved. The Parish Council along with others approved of the modern medical facility, the Chair had spoken in favour and thanked MC for facilitating an improved road access. The access by foot was still an outstanding issue which the Chair had made a plea for but the Head of Planning persuaded the committee to leave this without any change.  Mr Eccles informed that the practice was delighted to be relocating to modern premises, he stated that the practice was overloaded with patients. He believed that the pedestrian access was in the hands of the developer. Several services for the build were now out for tender. 
(b) 
Persimmon (97 houses) - appeal rejected 15/3/21 – The Chair reminded that the original plan had been for 127 houses, this was changed to 97 which was turned down by the planning committee, an appeal had been heard and rejected. He informed that the reason given had been the design quality, not the concerns of exceeding the total limit of 250 houses.  An amended application was now entered for 77 houses, for which a further lengthy objection had been entered by Nunthorpe Parish Council, the planning committee meeting was awaited. The Chair stated that the Mayor under the “Nunthorpe Nineteen” matters had given a commitment that there would be no more than 250 homes on the land. A group of senior officers were looking to see how it could be ensured that the number was not breached.  Cllr Thomason stated that as MC owned much of the land he did not understand why there was any difficulty, the numbers approved for the two sites not owned by the council could simply be deducted from the 250 homes and any future applications could not breach this figure. Work was ongoing on the new Local Plan but this was moving slowly though the system, the clerk was asked to inform MC of the discussions and state that it was logical for a change to be incorporated within the new Local Plan. (c) 
Community Centre – The Chair commented that he was informed by MC on 22nd April that an announcement on the centre was imminent as sufficient progress on the site and funding had been made. However due to the election and the need for purdah, no announcement had yet been made, this was expected after the 7th May. Resident DL informed that he had spoken with members of the Institute Management committee and they had agreed they would work with NPC and NCC to look at the new community centre. Cllr Smiles stated that she had not been contacted and believed she was a member of the committee. DL agreed there had been some confusion regarding the Institute Management committee, a further meeting was planned for 17th May, to which Cllr Smiles would receive an invite. Strategic Developments
(a) 
“Nunthorpe Nineteen” – The Chair informed that a number of general statements had constituted the Nunthorpe Nineteen, he had asked for deliverable action points. Together with the Vice Chair he had met with MC officers and viewed a spreadsheet, a copy of this was not provided, it is a working document and he understands that progress is being made. 
(b)
 Baseline Study - The Chair stated that after receiving different views it had been agreed that an independent study was required and Middlesbrough Council, in liaison with the Chair and Deputy Chair of Nunthorpe Parish Council, had appointed Lichfields to compile the information. The report was delayed awaiting information from MC Highways department. 
(c) 
 Neighbourhood Plan including: (1) Liaison with Guisborough Council, (2) Governance Review

The Chair informed that following previous discussions it had been agreed that there was the need to decide the area to be progressed under the Nunthorpe Neighbourhood Plan. 

(1) Part of the area was within Guisborough Town Council and they were approached to enquire if they were happy for the area to be included in the plan to protect the fields from development. They asked for further information which had been provided by NPC, and a working party of Guisborough Town Council looked at the matter. It had been decided that they did not wish to work with NPC on a joint plan, but were prepared to consult if any applications for the area were received.  
Cllr Davey joined the meeting.


(2) It had been found that Milan Grove and Yew Tree Grove were within the Ward Boundary of Nunthorpe but not within the Parish boundary, a number of residents stated they wished to be within the parish. A Governance Review overseen by MC would be required to enable this change. A survey was sent to the residents to ascertain the support for such a development, from the 43 houses there had been 15 responses all stating that they wanted to be included within Nunthorpe. There had been no negative replies. Resolved: Councillors approved welcoming the residents into the Parish Boundary and MC would be requested to start a governance review.

3.
To note written updates on CONTINUING PROJECTS / ACTIVITIES
3.1. 
Anti-Social Behaviour – The Chair advised that Cllr Walker had led on the matter and a detailed report had been given. There had been incidents over the weekend of 19-21 March. Before this date the issue of ASB had been attended to by the Parish Council with a visit to the meeting from the MC Neighbourhood Safety Officer, postings on social media and GNN magazine, progressing working CCTV cameras and an initiative with with Nunthorpe Academy to find young persons’ views.  The high number of incidents in March had not been repeated and since then a number of people had been identified and visited by police.  PCSOs and Street Wardens had increased the frequency of their patrols around the Avenue Park and the Mayor had made a site visit with a follow up meeting on 12th April. Mr Hayton stated that the NMPFA Secretary had emailed the Parish Council regarding the use of gas canisters, and had received no reply. A pile of canisters was found in the car park on a regular basis. It was agreed that the pictures would be resent to the clerk and Cllr Walker would pass to his contact. Cllr Tovey commented that the manager of Premier Stores had removed balloons from their shelves when he realised the misuse of them.  Resident DL stated that he had received minutes from the meeting on 12th April with the mayor, and the contact details for the Street Wardens was incorrect, he had further progressed the matter. Attendees of the meeting had belatedly received a copy of the minutes. A further resident commented on the level of ASB in an abandoned farm in Nunthorpe Village. Resolved: Cllr Walker to progress.  Cllr Smiles stated that work was ongoing within MC to address the issues with the gas canisters. A couple of incidents were discussed and residents asked to forward any matters to be addressed by Cllr Walker, liaising with the Neighbourhood policing team and the Neighbourhood safety team

3.2. 
Bridleways and Pedestrian Rights of Way – Cllr Walker had informed that the barrier on the bridleway had been relocated closer to Poole roundabout and the bridleway had been resurfaced up to the barrier and barbed wire removed. The resident in the blue van continued parking on the bridleway, this had been reported by residents to the Police the RoW Officer and WC Smiles.  The Green Link had been closed for 2 weeks over Easter, without prior notice, the Parish Council alerted the public of the matter by social media. Cllr Walker had accompanied a Council Enforcement officer on a visit to view signs erected without approval, the officer had also dealt with a query regarding trees. The reason for the closure had been informed as tree felling which the forestry commission granted permission for. MC had not informed the Parish Council of the works. MC had proposed to Grey Towers Management Committee that the Director of Environment join the board as the council appointed member. Work continued by the Parish Council to ascertain the facts about who had access to the Grey Towers Park area, the S106 definitive statement had been requested. The coloured plan had been provided.  The Vice Chair was in discussions with MC Mr Bates to establish facts regarding the sale of the land in 2002 and the intention for the wider community to gain access to the woodland area.  Cllr Smiles advised that she was also progressing the matter, she believed that the MC employee was meeting with the Management committee shortly and she would request an update, she stated that issues arose regularly due to the lack of clarity on public access. Cllr Walker had met with Cleveland Police PC Andy Hampson who was involved in Operation Gloucester, his interest was from an engagement point of view with an initiative called “Rural Resilience” encouraging the legal use of rural land/rights of way in order to deter the illegal use of rural land/rights of way. He had stated that the path was not on an ordinance survey map and the matter needed clarity.  A resident questioned if the levels of ASB in the woodland area could be found to see if this had changed over the years.  Resolved: Cllr Walker to inform MC of the need to advise NPC of works so that residents could be informed. Cllr Walker also to question Cleveland Police regarding levels of ASB over the different years. ACTION: Cllr Smiles / Cllr Walker
3.3. 
Traffic Issues – The Chair gave background information that the Parish Council had felt that the changes to Dixons Bank were not a good use of public money to relieve the Marton Crawl.  It was felt that the road now looked akin to a dual carriageway and encouraged higher speeds on Dixons Bank. MC were looking at reducing the speed to 30mph alongside other projects and it appeared likely that the change to 30mph would take effect in July 2021. During the January meeting there had been discussions on the number and severity of incidents reported on Guisborough Road being incorrect. MC had offered to complete a traffic survey on the road. Councillors discussed the insistence on downgrading the bypass by building houses and adding a roundabout encouraging people to cut through on Guisborough Road. This now necessitated traffic calming measures for Guisborough Road and possibly a rethink on Gypsy Lane being reopened as this road had much wider footpaths than Guisborough Road to cope with many people and children walking and traffic. Cllr Thomason commented that emergency vehicles even used Guisborough Road rather than the bypass. The Chair stated that this is a new point which had not been mentioned in the previous correspondence to MC, he added that a resident had emailed with the idea of pinch points which had also not been previously suggested to MC. He suggested that this could be a project for the Ward Councillors small members’ allowance. He informed that following the discussions and the email a Facebook consultation had been undertaken regarding speed reduction measures, results showed after 179 responses approximately 60% advocated a speed reduction although there was no agreement on the best method.  22 people left their emails to be involved in any future speeding campaign. Resident DL stated that a detailed analysis is required. The Chair stated that the Parish Council did not have the expertise to complete this. Resolved: Cllr Thomason to progress further in relation to speed calming, with the role of lead councillor for traffic transferring from Cllr walker to Cllr Thomason.  Cllr Thomason undertook to reflect on whether to request the traffic survey to be completed in September when lockdowns were expected to have been lifted.

3.4. 
Woods, wildflowers, planters, litter bin in the Avenue Park, and Nunthorpe in Bloom – Cllr Tovey had progressed the Triangle wood at the end of Church Lane. MC had cut down four trees for safety reasons, following further discussions it was advised that expenditure of approx. £9000 would be required to enable MC liability insurance to cover people accessing the area.  Funding streams were being explored. Sites for the wildflowers had been identified. Ward Cllr Smiles bag was to be used on the roundabout near Nunthorpe Village. Some planters at the site also needed relocating. Resident DL had met with MC Mr Ward to agree a site for the Parish Council seeds along with the additional seeds to be purchased. An 11m radius circular site had been identified on top of a bank on Stainton Way. The seeds would be in place within a month. The seeds from MC would be introduced later. A map was being produced showing the planters across Nunthorpe and who was maintaining them and Facebook would be used to see if people wished to adopt the planters. Cllr Tovey informed that after the ASB at the Avenue Park there had been comments that the litter bin was overflowing. He had explored ideas of a larger bin and had seen a recycling bin in the shape of train, this had been consulted about on Facebook and there had been a mixed response. MC Mr Ward had also then informed that the council did not collect recycling in this manner and as a point of principle Cllr Tovey had raised the matter with the mayor regarding the need to encourage a green sustainable society.  Cllr Tovey commented that the train cost was around £1500 and he believed that NCC and Ourgreenways may be able to contribute.  Cllr Smiles stated that it was a large cost for a bin and that a piece of play equipment may be preferred, but it was acknowledged that if more people were attracted to the area there would be more rubbish. She questioned if people would separate the rubbish, a resident queried what type of rubbish was placed into the bins at present, Cllr Tovey informed that there were bottles, cans and wrappers. A resident commented that the recycling units for the area had all been removed. Resolved: Cllr Tovey to reflect on the points raised and come back with a recommendation.

3.5. 
Greater Nunthorpe News – It had been agreed that a financial report would be provided after three editions. There was £1000 in the account for the 4th edition which would cost £1800, therefore £800 would need to be raised from advertising revenue.  There had been many businesses closed due to the pandemic and it was hoped that some would be interested in advertising as they reopened. It was hoped that the edition would break even. Everyone agreed that the magazine was a fantastic resource for the residents of Nunthorpe and all within the meeting were asked to see if they could generate leads for advertising.  
3.6. 
Defibrillator – Cllr Tovey had completed work contacting several companies, details of the defibrillator had been added on social media and a trained resident had come forward and had helped to evaluate the different options. A decision had been made to purchase the higher-end option which was for children and adults with training provided. The unit would be within a lockable cabinet outside The Premier Stores at The Avenue. Contributions towards the purchase of the NPC asset would be given by NCC and Premier Stores who would also organize the installation and provide the electricity.  Clerk to place order.

Nunthorpe Hall farm, Arising from Item 5.1 – The Chair informed that he had a discussion with MC Mr Horniman who informed that there had been an agreement a number of years ago to sell the farm which had taken some time to complete.

To note written REPORTS
5.1. 
Chair’s Report. Including pony in Nunthorpe Grange, rats in Grey Towers Drive, pavement congestion outside Nunthorpe Academy and NALC Youth Survey – The Chair stated that following reports of a resident being attacked by a pony the Parish Council had followed up with MC and the owner of the pony, there had been agreement that the owner would erect a fence, MC then closed the RoW. It was now reported that the pony was not in the field and no fence had been erected. There had been no response to an email to the pony owner.  

Following an email from a resident regarding rats the Parish Council had contacted MC but were informed that this was the responsibility of residents.  
Following an email from a resident complaining about congestion outside Nunthorpe Academy. NPC contacted Cllr Morgan who spoke with the Academy Principal. A response was received that the incident was on the first day back, where children were not able to go into school without a test, after this day this was no longer an issue.  
NALC Youth Survey, enquired what Parish Councils were doing for their young residents. The Chair stated that NPC worked with Nunthorpe Academy and could inform NALC about this activity, it was resolved to ask Cllr Tovey to inform NALC about the NPC Youth Survey.

Cllr Smiles agreed to circulate but wished to raise one point at the meeting. She informed of meeting representatives from David Wilson Homes on site, she stated that the pond had been cleaned and the duck house was to be replaced, with regard to the woodland walks and public open spaces she had requested a map, summary and timescale which she would share when received. The Parish Council had been concerned regarding the future maintenance and it had been confirmed that a management committee would be set up with residents appointing contractors to look after the area, a summary for this had also been requested. The Chair thanked Cllr Smiles for progressing this matter and asked that she monitored developments in that area on behalf of the Parish Council. Cllr Smiles stated that she wanted to ensure that the residents in the Estate felt that they were part of the wider Nunthorpe area.
